Dombivli Common Water Effluent Treatment Plant: Findings and Overview..

1. Introduction:

As part of the academic curriculum, a field visit to the Dombivli Common Water
Effluent Treatment Plant at MIDC - Phase I, Dombivli (East) was organized for
First-Year D. Pharmacy students. The primary objective of this visit was to
provide students with practical exposure to industrial wastewater treatment

processes, environmental sustainability, and water purification techniques.

Effluent treatment plants play a crucial role in managing industrial wastewater by
removing contaminants and ensuring safe disposal or reuse of treated water.
Understanding these processes helps students relate pharmaceutical and

environmental sciences to real-world applications.

2. Objectives of the Visit:

The visit aimed to:

v Educate students on the importance of wastewater treatment and environmental

protection.

v Provide an insight into industrial water treatment techniques used to purify

wastewater before discharge.

v Demonstrate the scientific principles and chemical processes involved in

effluent treatment.

¢ Enhance student’s understanding of pollution control measures and regulatory

compliance.

3. Overview of the Treatment Process Observed

During the visit, students were introduced to the following key treatment processes

and equipment used in industrial wastewater management:



e pH Checking System: The first step in wastewater treatment is monitoring
the pH levels using a pH checker. This helps in determining the acidity or
alkalinity of the incoming effluent before treatment.

e Coagulation Using Poly Aluminum Chloride (PAC): Poly Aluminum
Chloride (PAC) is added to wastewater to neutralize charges on suspended
particles. This process helps in coagulating impurities, making them easier to
remove.

¢ Flocculators: Flocculators assist in the aggregation of small suspended

particles into larger clumps, called flocs. This step is essential for improving

e Bio Towers: Bio Towers contain layers of biological media that promote the
growth of microorganisms. These microorganisms help break down organic
matter present in the wastewater.

e Filtration System: Students observed different types of filtration units that

aid in the purification process.

e Pressure Filters — Used to remove finer impurities under controlled pressure
conditions.
o Sand Filters — Help trap suspended solids, enhancing water clarity.

e Primary, Secondary & Tertiary Treatment Processes :

The wastewater treatment process includes:

I.  Primary Treatment — Removal of large debris, oil, and grease through

sedimentation and screening.

[I. Secondary Treatment — Biological treatment using microorganisms to
degrade organic contaminants.

II.  Tertiary Treatment — Advanced chemical and physical methods to
remove remaining pollutants.
e Final Disposal: Transport of Purified Water: After undergoing these

treatments, the purified water is either reused in industries or safely

transported for disposal into the sea.
This step ensures that the discharged water meets environmental safety standards.

4. Learning Outcomes: The visit provided students with:

v A practical understanding of how industries manage and treat wastewater.

v Knowledge about chemical treatments, biological filtration, and mechanical

processes.
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v Awareness of environmental regulations and the need for sustainable water

management.

v A real-world application of concepts related to pharmaceutical and

environmental sciences.
5. Conclusion:

The field visit to the Dombivli Common Water Effluent Treatment Plant was an
informative and enriching experience for the students. It helped them bridge the
gap between theoretical knowledge and practical application. The insights gained

will be valuable for their future studies and professional careers in pharmacy,

biotechnology, and environmental sciences.
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
