October 02,2024 Mumbai, India: The National Service Scheme (NSS) of the
Bombay Institute of Pharmacy & Research (BIPR) successfully conducted Gandhi
Jayanti Celebration on 02" October 2024 aimed to promote Pharmaceutical waste
management, especially expired medicines, poses a significant environmental and
public health hazard when disposed of improperly. To address this critical issue, the
Bombay Institute of Pharmacy & Research (BIPR) organized the "Dispose Right,
Live Bright: Expired Medicine Cleanliness Drive"

Program Highlights were as follows:

played a crucial role in organizing and executing this event.

The initiative sought to raise awareness and encourage responsible waste
management practices within the healthcare and pharmacy sectors.

‘Objectives of the Initiative:
The primary goals of the Expired Medicine Cleanliness Drive were:

1. Environmental Protection: Prevent contamination of soil and water bodies due
to improper disposal of expired medicines.

2. Public Health Awareness: Educate students, faculty, and the local community on
the risks associated with consuming expired medications.

3. Promotion of Safe Disposal Practices: Introduce and implement proper disposal
mechanisms for expired medicines in households and institutions.

4. Community Engagement: Involve students in a social responsibility project to
create a lasting impact on health and environmental safety.

Event Execution- Inaugural Session:

The dangers of expired medicihes, including toxicity and reduced efficacy.
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The environmental consequences of dumping medicines in landfills or flashing them
down the drain. Proper methods for disposing of expired medications to prevent

: Expired Medicine Collection & Awareness Campaign:

Students and faculty were encouraged to bring expired medicines from their
homes and communities for safe disposal. The collected medicines were
segregated based on their composition and disposed of following
government-approved biomedical waste management guidelines.

To expand the reach of the initiative, an awareness campaign was conducted
through: :

Educational posters and pamphlets distributed among students and staff.
Interactive discussions on pharmaceutical waste management and the role of
pharmacists in sustainability.

Social media outreach via BIPR’s official platforms to encourage wider
participation.

. Disposal Process Demonstration:

Experts demonstrated safe disposal practices, such as:

Incineration of hazardous substances (in collaboration with licensed waste
management agencies).

Return-to-Pharmacy programs, where unused medicines are sent back to
manufacturers for proper disposal.

Household disposal techniques, like using sealed bags before discarding non-
hazardous expired medicines.

The event concluded with a commitment pledge taken by students and
faculty to promote responsible medicine disposal in their communities.

Impact and Outcomes:

The Expired Medicine Cleanliness Drive had a significant impact on both
institutional and community levels:

V.  Moving forward, BIPR plans to address these challenges through continued
awareness programs, expanded participation, and stronger collaborations with
healthcare stakeholders.

Future Scope & Recommendations:
e Based on the insights gained, the following future initiatives are proposed:

1. Institutionalized Expired Medicine Disposal Bins: Installing dedicated disposal
units on campus to encourage continuous participation.

2. Collaboration with Local Pharmacies: Partnering with pharmacies and hospitals
to facilitate large-scale expired medicine collection.

3. Regular Awareness Campaigns: Conducting bi-annual seminars on
pharmaceutical waste management for students and community members.

4. Research and Policy Advocacy: Engaging in research on biodegradable
pharmaceutical packaging and safe disposal techniques, advocating for better
government policies.

o The "Dispose Right, Live Bright: Expired Medicine Cleanliness Drive"
successfully combined education, social responsibility, and environmental
consciousness. The event not only addressed an important public health issue
but also instilled a culture of sustainability among students and faculty at
BIPR.
